Transportation from 

airport 

Taxi services are located at the 

international Terminals 1 and 2.  In both 

cases, taxi tickets are sold at the 

modules located near the arrival gates 

and in the walkway area.

Climate: Daily high temperatures are 

around 24-26°C. Rainy season. 

 

Time zone: CDT (UTC−5). 

 

Smoking: forbidden in enclosed public 

places. 

 

Electrical Supply: voltage is 127 V and 

the frequency is 60 Hz. Wall Plugs are type 

A&B (same as in USA). 

 

Currency, credit cards, ATMs: MXN 

peso. Credit cards are widely accepted. 

There are many ATMs throughout the city. 

Tips: at restaurants, the expected tip is 

10% for a regular service, and between 12 

and 15% for good service. It is usually not 

included in the bill. 

 

Security: precautions are to be taken, 

while like in any urban city.
